This historic library was the first Carnegie library built in Missouri. Not only is the 
library a magnificent work of art, featuring marble floors quarried in Italy, but it has 
also served as a valuable source of knowledge for our community for more than a 
century. T. S. Eliot said, “The very existence of libraries affords the best evidence that 
we may yet have hope for the future of man.” Albert Einstein observed, The only 
thing that you absolutely have to know is the location of the library.” Fortunately for 
Sedalia residents, that location is easy to find. The historic Sedalia Public Library 
stands proudly at 311 W. Third Street where it has welcomed generations of readers, 
students, and lifelong learners for more than 125 years. 
 
Sedalia’s library was dedicated on July 30, 1901, and today, more than a century 
later, the building still stands as a place where citizens can learn, discover, and be 
entertained.
